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briefly discussed the Prop 84 & prop 1 funding requirements, the timeline for submitting the 
application and exactly what updates are needed to fulfill the requirements for the Storm Water 
Resources Plan. Mr. ElTal reiterated that preparing a combined Integrated Regional Water 
Management Plan along with a Storm Water Management Plan offers the most reward for our 
investment. After further discussion, a motion was made by City of Merced (Mayor Mike Murphy) 
and was seconded by Merced Irrigation District Jeff Marchini
